NORTHERN NEW MEXICO QUILT GUILD QUILT FIESTA 2008  RULESFOR ENTRY

1. Anyone can enter an item by submitting an entry form and photograph and paying the fee. Items
displayed in previous NNMQG Quilt Fiestas are not eligible. Quilts must be hand or machine quilted. Photos
must be a4 x 6 color print. No e-mail images will be accepted. Photos will be used for laying out the show
only and will NOT be returned. Please show all 4 sides of the quilt.

2. FEES: Any NNMQG member may enter one quilt for no charge in the Non-judged category. A $7 fee will
be required for all additional quilts entered in the non-judged category. For al judged categories, the feeis $8
for members and $16 for non-members. Thereis no limit to the number of entries per person; however, the
Fiesta committee reserves the right to limit the number of entries per entrant due to space considerations. Y ou
will be contacted to choose which quilt(s) to withdraw and your entry fee for those quilts will be refunded.
Please make checks payable to NNMQG.

3. Each entry must be constructed and quilted by the person or persons listed on the form.

4. Entrants are responsible for insuring their own entries. Every effort will be made to ensure the safety of your
entry while in our possession; however the NNMQG is not liable for loss or damage either while in our
possession or during shipping.

5. You must choose the Category in which you want your quilt to be judged. Fina decisions regarding
Category will be the decision of the Fiesta Committee. If there are fewer than 6 entries in a category, the Fiesta
Committee reserves the right to combine categories.

6. Each entry, with the exception of Categories 10 and 11, must have a SLEEVE (4” finished) sewn across the
back at the top of the quilt. If the quilt islonger than 907, the sleeve must be attached 90" from the bottom of
the quilt. Each quilt must have a sewn label for identification purposes with the title of the quilt and entrant’s
name. Quiltsto be judged must have this label covered with muslin (secure the musdlin label with safety pins.)

7. DELIVERY: Quilt entries must be delivered to County Extension Building Large Annex on Tuesday,
October 14 between 3:00 and 7:00PM. If quilts need to mailed, send them to Lynne Horpedahl, 101 Mateo
CircleN., SantaFe, NM 87505 to arrive October 6 -10. Enclose shipping directions for returning your entry
along with apre-paid shipping label. Entrieswill be returned in the same container in which they are received.

8. PICK-UP: All entrieswill remain on display for the entire show. No entries will be removed from the
venue prior to 5:30PM on Sunday, October 19, 2008 but must be picked up by 6:30PM unless prior
arrangements have been made.

9. AWARDS: All awards (except Viewer’s Choice) will be determined by the judge; ribbons may not be
awarded in each category, at the discretion of the judge. Quilts judged First, Second and Third in each Category
will be awarded aribbon as well as:

Best of Show (Categories 12 & 13 excluded)

Judge' s Award in Hand Quilting (Category 13 excluded)

Judge s Award in Machine Quilting (Categories 12 & 13 and stitch regulated domestic machines

excluded )

Judge'sAward for Color (Categories 1-13)

Judge' sAward for Color (Category 14)

Judge'sAward for Original Design (Categories 1-13)

Judge' sAward for Design (Category 14)

Judge' s Award for Traditional Techniques

Viewer’s Choice 1% 2" and 3% place



CATEGORIES:
NOTE: All quilts quilted on along arm machine must be entered in Category 12 or 13. All quilts created by 2
or more people must be entered in Category 13.

1. Pieced Bed Quilts Predominant design is created by piecing. Width 60-110", Length 80" or more.

2. Appliquéd Bed Quilts Predominant design is created by hand or machine appliqué. May include piecing.
Width 60-110" Length 80" or more

3. Lap/Crib Quilts Smaller than 60 wide by 80 long.
4. Pieced Wall Quilts Predominant design is created by piecing.
5. Hand Appliquéd Wall Quilts Predominant design is created by hand appliqué. May include piecing.

6. Machine Appliqguéd Wall Quilts Predominant design is created by machine appliqué. May include
piecing.

7. Small Wall Quilts- Mixed Techniques Perimeter 120" or less. 3 or more major construction techniques
(piecing, appliqué, embellishment, overlay, embroidery, painting, etc. not including quilting or trapunto) are
used to develop design of the top.

8. LargeWall Quilts- Mixed Techniques Perimeter 121" or more. 3 or more major construction techniques
(piecing, appliqué, embellishment, overlay, embroidery, painting, etc. not including quilting or trapunto) are
used to develop design of the top.

9. Machine Embroidered Quilts Predominant design is created by an embroidery sewing machine with
programmabl e software. May include piecing.

10. Wearable Art Garment or accessory and must be quilted.
11. Miscellaneous Could include vases, bowls, boxes or 3-D objects and must be quilted.

12. Individual Long-Arm Quilt is made and quilted by same individual but quilted on along arm quilting
machine.

13. Duo/Group Quilts Any quilt made by one (or more) person(s) and quilted by another

14. Art Quilts Must be an origina design reflecting innovative construction and design techniques, theme or
subject matter and/or materials. Quilts must be made of fabric, have three layers, and contain quilting.
